NOTES ON WINDOW FILM INSTALLATIONPRIVATE 

AFTERCARE/CLEANING
To receive maximum serviceability from your window film installation the following instructions for proper maintenance must be adhered to:

DRYING TIME WILL BE APPROXIMATELY 60 DAYS - DO NOT WASH YOUR WINDOWS DURING THIS TIME.

Your installation will display a milky, hazy appearance and bubbly effect during the first 14-28 days. This is a temporary effect caused by the curing of the film to the glass.  After this period the film will bond smoothly to the windows and the transparency and visual properties of the glass will be maintained.

The small border left between the film and the frame is deliberate.  This ensures that the edges of the film are tightly bonded to the glass to prevent moisture undercutting the film.  It also eliminates the possibility of edge damage during window maintenance and in the case of safety/anti-shatter film acts as a fracture line.

As the film does not have the hard surface characteristics of glass, care should be exercised in the selection of cleaning materials.  Cleaning should be done using common cleaning solutions such as water; household ammonia or water-alcohol mixtures, which do not contain any abrasives.  A soft Turkish towel or clean synthetic sponge is recommended for washing followed by a soft cloth or a good soft blade squeegee for drying the window.  The first stroke with the squeegee should be across the top of the pane and then vertical strokes down the window in order to float the dirt particles to the bottom.  If the window film has been splice joined, it is essential to squeegee from the direction of the film that is on top of the overlap splice.

DO NOT USE BRISTLE BRUSHES OR PAPER TOWELS

When cleaning external film, it is important to first wash away any grit and dirt from the edges of the film and use ample soapy water.  Use separate cleaning materials when washing exterior and interior glass at the same time.  You must also change the water because when cleaning exterior windows it will contain particles of dirt and grit which would scratch the interior film.

APPLICATIONS OF PRESSURE SENSITIVE, WATER ACTIVATED ADHESIVE TYPE IS NOT RECOMMENDED.
