General Statement of Health and Safety






Our policy is to provide and maintain safe and healthy working conditions, equipment and systems of work for all our employees and to provide such information, training and supervision, as they need for this purpose. We also accept our responsibility for the health and safety of other people who may be affected by our activities.

The allocation of duties for safety matters and the particular arrangements, which we will make to implement the policy, are set out below. The policy will be kept up to date, particularly as the business changes in nature and size. To ensure this, the policy and the way in which it has operated will be reviewed every year.

Responsibilities

1. Overall and final responsibility for health and safety in the company is that of Mr Dane Weller – Managing Director
2. Mr Eddie Miller – General Manager is responsible for this policy being carried out at the premises at Church Court, Church Industrial Estate, Lowfield Way, Lowfield Heath, Crawley, West Sussex. RH11 0PW

3. O&M Manuals are held at Church Court, Church Industrial Estate, Lowfield Way, Lowfield Heath, Crawley, West Sussex. RH11 0PW and is available for inspection at any time

4. All employees have the responsibility to co-operate with supervisors and managers to achieve a healthy and safe workplace and to take reasonable care of themselves and others.

5. Whenever an employee, supervisor or manager notices a health or safety problem, which they are not able to rectify, they must tell the appropriate person named above.

6. Mr Eddie Miller is also responsible for safety training, carrying out safety inspections, investigating accidents and monitoring maintenance of plant and equipment.

Risk Assessment











Blind installation carries minimal risk to personnel, however all on site staff employed by, or subcontracted to Dane Weller Glass & Blinds Ltd, are sufficiently equipped to conform with standard safety regulations. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) for each employee or subcontractor includes safety glasses for drilling into metal partitioning, glass suckers for removing glass, gloves, hard hats and protective footwear.

All plant equipment supplied by us is tested and certified to comply with COSHH regulations.

Mr Eddie Miller is responsible for the training, development and safety of all on site staff employed by ourselves and to ensure that they are fully qualified, hold good quality, properly maintained, certified and tested equipment and a first aid kit.

Any risk assessment is the responsibility of the Principle Contractor.

It is the responsibility of each employee to lock off each blind fitted to ensure its security and stability and to notify Mr Eddie Miller, General Manager, or the site supervisor of any faulty clips or brackets that have not been identified at inspection stage to ensure no similar items are used on other works being undertaken.

· Hard Hat and Toe Protector Boots

· Safety goggles and ear-defenders

· Aluminium Industrial Steps (or wooden if required)

· Hand held cordless 14 volt drill

· 240 volt drill and extension lead

· 110 volt drill with mains adapter and cables

· Leather pouch containing screws, drill bits, fixings and brackets

· Hand tools (such as screwdrivers, pliers, tin snips, hack saw, Venetian needle etc.), lighter, tape measure and Stanley knife

· Glass Suckers

· Dust sheets and dust pan and brush

Venetian Blinds

The aluminium slats are manufactured in a large range of colours from spring tempered alloys coated with baked enamel finish. They are designed to withstand 500 hours at 100% relative humidity, 300 hours in a 5% salt spray solution at 95 deg. And 250 hours accelerated weathering without blistering, corrosion, peeling or adhesive failure. Rails are manufactured from cold rolled steel with a baked enamel surface. The lift cords and string tapes are manufactured from polyester. Other components used in the production of the blind are entirely manufactured from high quality materials, dependant on their function and designed to provide a long, reliable working life.

Method Statements











Venetian Blinds

1. Ensure that any works being carried out do not place others in danger.

2. Sort and identify appropriate blind for each window in accordance with site plan/measuring sheet.

3. Establish blind position in relationship to the window and mark out for fixing holes 120mm from each end of blind, to suit either face or top (reveal) fixing. The number of brackets required is 1 less than the number of ladder braids with the minimum of 2.

4. For fixing into concrete; drill 5.5mm diameter holes in the positions marked and fit plug. For plasterboard; secure plasterboard fixing. For timber or ally; fix toggle clips using a self-drilling drywall. Before drilling ensure proper noise and eye protection.

5. Fit toggle clips into position using 25mm minimum length screws.

6. Raise Venetian blind assembly as delivered up into the clips and rotate toggles to engage into the headtrack. Push toggles home hard ensuring they are fully closed.

7. Untie the control cords and drop the blind to its full length, checking that operation is correct.

8. Remove any debris and clear away.

Maintenance - Blinds











Venetian blinds

In a normal working environment the blinds are virtually maintenance free other than dusting or a careful wipe with a damp cloth. In less clean environments the blinds are designed to withstand ultrasonic or similar processes available through Dane Weller Glass & Blinds Ltd.
